INTRODUCTION:

You have an opportunity to earn 10 extra credit project points that can be worth about 5 grade points. 
Five grade points can increase your MP2 grade by as much as two grade levels. What you need to do is create a graphic montage of a historical figure similar to the Einstein Montage that I created (Public>Mazza>APE Folder>Einstein Montage). Your montage must look good but it is just as important that it is informative.
INSTRUCTIONS:

Take a look at Public>Mazza>APE Folder>Einstein Montage.

Determine what historical figure you will use as the subject of your montage.


Some possibilities are: a former president, Leonardo Da Vinci, William Shakespeare, Martin Luther King, Ghandi, Thomas Jefferson, Ben Franklin, etc.


Use Wikipedia or a similar site to learn as much as you can about your historical figure and the events that defined and shaped them.


As you learn, start thinking about what pictures you will use for your montage.


Create a folder called Extra Credit in your Projects Folder.

Use the internet to gather good quality photos and graphics to use in your montage.


Create a new Photoshop document: (W)10” x (H)8” at 72 ppi in CMYK with guides placed at either 3/8” or 1/2” on all sides. Name the file after your historical figure and save it to the Extra Credit folder.

Use the many advanced Photoshop tools and techniques that you have learned and used during the semester (Layer Clipping Mask, Layer Blending Modes, Layer Masks, Adjustment Layers, Pen Tool with Paths, Layer Styles, Alpha Channels) to create a well designed and informative photo montage for your historical figure.



Make sure that you use type where appropriate and at least to label your historical figure.
