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U.S. Presidents Database Queries
Introduction: Being able to perform queries against the data in a database is a powerful feature. Today you will perform a series of queries in your presidents database.

Instructions: To create a query go to the Query section in Access. Double click on “Create query by using wizard.” Select the fields that will be used in the Query then click on Next until you get to the screen that lets you give a title to the query. Enter the title for the query, click on “Modify the query design” and then click on Finish. The query will open in Design View. In the Criteria row put the necessary criteria under the proper field. Press the orange exclamation point (!) in the toolbar across the top of the window to rerun the query. Close and save the query. 
Create the following 5 queries using the information below:

Query Title: Presidents from 16 to 21

Query Fields: #, First, Last, Terms, Start Service, End Service, Vice President, Party
Criteria: >15 and < 22 (under the # field)
Query Title: Presidents with No VPs

Query Fields: #, First, Last, Terms, Start Service, End Service, Vice President, Party
Criteria: Null (under the Vice President field) 
Query Title: Presidents Who Served More Than One Term

Query Fields: #, First, Last, Terms, Start Service, End Service

Sort: # in Acending
Criteria: >1 (under the Terms field)

Query Title: Presidents Who Were Assassinated

Query Fields: #, First, Middle, Last, Birth Date, Date of Death, Place of Death, Assassinated, Terms, Vice President, Moment of Note
Show: Click off show under the Assassinated field
Criteria: Yes (under the Assassinated field)

Query Title: Presidents Who Were Democrats

Query Fields: #, First, Middle, Last, Terms, Start Service, End Service, 
Vice President, Party
Criteria: Democratic (under the Party field)
